                                          King George’s Hall, Chapel Lane, Mickleton

The King George’s Hall is the focal point of village life, providing a base for a wide range of educational, physical and social activities for local societies and groups, whilst simultaneously serving as a well maintained and resourced function room for private lettings.

Built in 1911, the hall has served the local community well throughout the interim period, before undergoing a major refurbishment and development in 2003.

A new entrance lobby, toilet block and coffee lounge were added to the existing building which is now fully functional to meet the needs of those visitors requiring disabled access, toilets and other facilities.

The main hall was virtually rebuilt, with a new gas fired central heating system replacing the inefficient oil fired system, complete re-wiring throughout, a suspended ceiling to improve sound and energy efficiency and the floor extended and resurfaced.

The old stage was removed in the refurbishment, extending the actual floor area of the hall allowing sufficient space for two indoor bowls mats that are used twice a week by members of the community.

Stage blocks allow a temporary stage to be erected, for concerts and shows and can be easily moved in and out as required.

The Coffee Lounge seats up to 40 people and is used regularly for meetings, with a slimming group, art club and ladies circle being amongst the regular hirees.

Three times a week there is a coffee morning where village residents and visitors can get together for a chat and choose a book, video or jigsaw from the wide range available in the village library.

Every week day morning, the main hall is host to a playgroup or toddlers group, whilst the afternoon activities include line dancing, bowls and the Wednesday Club which meets every second week.

With its own large electric screen, audio and video/CD playing consul and equipment, the hall is home to the Rural Cinema once a month, showing some of the latest films available and is well supported by local residents and others from local villages.

Local evening societies, the Mickleton Gardening Club, the Meon Singers and the Mickleton Society are all frequent users of the main hall and as well as holding their monthly meetings have Concerts, Flower and Produce Shows and Dinners in the hall, whilst the Parish Council meet every month in the main hall.

With a capacity of 150 in the main hall and 40 in the Coffee Lounge, the site is perfect for holding special functions such as weddings, parties, dances, jumble sales and similar events with tables and chairs available as part of the hire cost

The newly refurbished kitchen provides ample space for caterers or societies themselves to prepare buffets and warm up pre cooked food for functions although the kitchen is not licensed for food preparation on site, warming facilities are available. 

The hire charges are £7/hour for the coffee lounge and £10/hour for the main hall. Both rooms can be hired together as there are wide adjoining doors that allow the two rooms to be used as one large facility.

The coffee lounge has a large bar area, particularly useful for weddings, parties and special social functions and hirers can, in conjunction with the hall’s permission and terms, apply for Special Event Licence from Cotswold District Council if an alcohol bar is required.
