Gloucestershire Adult Education and 

Extended Services will provide 8 computers and the services of a tutor during a series of 2 hourly IT “taster sessions”, to be held in the  Joseph Webb Hall in February 2009. About 24 Mickleton people are expected to take part. There will be a small cost to cover the hire of the hall and a hot drink.
